BIBLIOGRAPHY on fascist violence

Here follows a list in chronological order of the main bibliographical references on the
development of violence and repressive policies of the Italian Social Republic.

There was almost no historical research work on the new Fascist State established after
September 8, 1943 until the end of the Sixties. After the war the anti-fascist historiog-
raphy movement considers any topic relating to the Italian Social Republic as not worth
studying. For nearly forty years any kind of research work on the Resistance movement
and the period 1943-45 does not take into account the Italian Social Republic, which re-
mains on the backdrop.

From the mid-eighties a new interest for the Italian Social Republic sees the day and its
features and characteristics are finally analysed. However, only at the end of the nine-
ties finally arises a specific study interest for the violence perpetrated by fascist soldiers
during the civil war. This trend results from the scientific evidence on the relationship
between the deep social crisis affecting Italy after September 8, 1943 and the possible
rebirth of a new fascist movement.
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
